WHAT IT IS: The Fletcher Free Library‟s Summer Reading Program is a seven week

WHEN IT IS: The Summer Reading Program begins June 21 and ends August 8. 

Sign-up begins at 9:00 a.m., Monday June 21 and continues at the Fletcher Free Library 

any time the Library is open through Sunday, July 11. All reading hours must be 

submitted by 4:00 p.m. on Sunday, August 8. 

 

WHERE IT IS: The Summer Reading Program takes place at the Fletcher Free Library 

at 235 College Street in downtown Burlington and at parks and community centers 

around the city. All activities listed on the next two pages take place at the library 

building, unless otherwise noted in the descriptions. 

 

HOW IT WORKS: The Summer Reading Program is FREE and open to anyone 

entering grades K-8. When you sign up, you will sign a contract to read at least 10 hours 

during the seven weeks of the Reading Program (about 15 minutes a day).  You will 

receive a reading log to take home and keep track of your reading time.  We encourage 

you to visit the Library each week (please bring your reading log) to report on books you 

have read, get your log stamped and receive a small prize.  Also, please come to the great 

FREE activities listed on the next two pages! 

 

PRIZES: Readers will receive a small prize each week, a free t-shirt after reading for 

only one hour, and coupons for free treats at the end of the summer.  You can also win 

free books and other great prizes, including a brand new bicycle and bike helmet!
